Consultants will go on rotation every two weeks at the Qut-Patient Infectious Disease
Clinic of the Makati Medical Health Service Program. MMC HSP. The Infectious
Disease Fellows or the Medicine Resident rotators will refer to them for questions
regarding patients seen in the clinic.

All consultants shall be members of the Infection Control Committee (ICC) and shall
attend the monthly ICC meeting.

Consultants whose patients are presented in the Infectious Disease Conference shall act
as moderator of the conference.

oL Fellowship Training Program
This is a two-year program. An elective one-year program on research (clinical, field or
laboratory) could be availed of depending on the current activities of the section and the
performance of the individual fellow. The fellows shall follow the following schedule:
a. Laboratory Rotation: minimum of 4 months

b.
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The fellow shall undergo bench training under the supervision of the chief medical
technologist a Research Laboratory for the first 2 months and thereafter at the diagnostic
laboratory of the Makati Medical Center. At the end of the rotation, the fellow is
expected to have the basic knowledge and skills in the following:

1. collection and transporting of specimens

2. appropriate staining and microscopic examination of smears: gram stain, acid
fast, India ink, Giemsa, KOH stains, malarial smears

3. culture isolation of gram positive and gram negative aerobic pathogens,
mycobacteria and fungi

4. available diagnostic procedures for infectious agents such as cryptococcal
antigen determination (latex agglutination), fluorescence antigen staining for
HSV and others

5. peripheral blood smear

6. routine urinalysis and urine culture

Clinical Rotation: minimum of 8 months

1. Inpatient Service. The fellow is expected to act as a junior consultant of the
patients admitted or referred under the service of the consultant he/she is
rotating with. He/she shall evaluate and assess the patients on admission/
referral and shall refer in person or through phone to the consultant and shall
clear all orders for diagnostic work-up and therapeutic management of the
patient.

2. Night/ Sunday Duties. All fellows are on call on weekday nights and by
rotation on Sundays, answering emergency call on all admissions or referrals
to the Infectious Diseases service. If the patient is not in the service to which
the fellow is assigned, the fellow on duty should endorse the patient to the
fellow assigned to that service in the morning following his/her duty.

3. Outpatient Assignments.
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1. The fellow shall evaluate and manage patients seen in the weekly
Infectious Disease Clinic of the MMC-HSP and the emergency room
‘walk-in referrals.

2. The fellow may rotate in the private out-patient clinics of the
consultants.

3. The fellow shall attend the Directly Observed Therapy Clinic Short
Course (DOTS) clinic at least 4 hours a week

All patients seen by the fellow shall be entered in the census logbooks of the
section.

c. Infection Control Committee. The fellow, working with the Hospital Epidemiologist,
shall actively participate in the activities of the hospital Infection Control Committee.

Surveillance of hospital infections shall be actively undertaken and at the end
of the first year, the fellow should be able to write a publishable report on one
of these activities.

The fellow shall audit all orders for antibiotics according to the guidelines set
by the Antibiotic Review Board under the supervision of the section
consultant.

The fellow shall arrange for the quarterly meeting for updates on the hospital
antibiogram.

The fellow shall be the editor-in-chief of the Makati Medical Observer.

The fellow shall be responsible for the supervision of the medical residents
rotating in the section. All notes accomplished by the rotating resident shail
be reviewed and countersigned by the fellow.

The fellow shall be responsible for the section conferences scheduled every
other Tuesday at 8AM.

The fellow shall be responsible for other didactic conferences with the fellows
and other junior members of the medical staff.

The fellow shall be responsible for updating the census logbooks of all
conferences.

The first year fellow shall submit a publishable report of a surveillance
activity in the hospital at the end of the first year of training.

The second year fellow is expected to write a meta-analysis with systematic
review of literature on a topic of interest to him. At the beginning of the
second year, the fellow shall undertake a clinical/ laboratory research under a
consultant adviser.

The third year fellow shall participate in research activities of the Section and
the Tropical Disease Foundation based on the activities and resources of the
Section and Foundation.
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
